School News 
 

Mrs. Albone’s pre-k 3 class has been exploring the rainbow.  
This week, they learned about black, brown, white, and purple.  
They also learned about Groundhog Day.  They were especially 
excited when the Elmwood Park Zoomobile came for a visit. 
In Mrs. Dunsmore’s pre-k 4 class, the children made valentine 
puppies.  Another exciting thing that they are enjoying is “The 
Pound”.  In their classroom pound, they keep a favorite stuffed 
animal and they rescue it when they know their phone numbers and 
addresses.  The animals then may partner with them at playtime. 
The kindergarteners in Mrs. Koneski’s class worked on a craft 
for Groundhog Day and learned about Punxsutawney Phil.  They 
learned about matter in science. 
Mrs. Tadeo’s first graders celebrated groundhog day by reading 
stories and making a puppet of a ground hog.  They also celebrated 
Black History month by learning about George Washington Carver, 
Rosa Parks, and Harriet Tubman. 
In second grade, Mrs. Morasco’s class celebrated Groundhog
