School Registration

We would like to thank all those who visited our open house on
Sunday, Jan. 3Ist. We were proud to have an opportunity to
share the best kept secret in Montgomery County with so many
visitors. We hope to welcome many of our first time visitors to
our school community in September.

Pre-k 3 and pre-k 4 registrations are now being accepted at the
school office. There are only three spots left in pre-k 4
and 12 spots left in pre-k 3. The classes are filling quickly, so
if you are interested, please register as soon as possible.

Registration for new students in grades K- 8 will be held on
Sunday., Feb. 2/28, Tues. 3/2, and Wed. 3/2 from 9am until 12
noon. A registration fee, immunization record, birth certificate,
and baptismal certificate (if the child was baptized somewhere
other than at Epiphany) are required for all who are registering
for the first time at Epiphany.

School News

Mrs. D’Elia’s pre-k 3 class made their own groundhog
puppets and learned about “Gregory the Groundhog”. They
experimented with the weather. In Religion, they used a
mirror to learn about self image.

In pre-k 4, Mrs. Albone’s class, the children met “Noisy
Newt” as they learned about letter N. They celebrated
Groundhog Day by making puppets and going outside to see
if they could see their shadow. They enjoyed career day
presentations by four parents who generously took the time
to come in and explain what they do for a living. They
celebrated Student Appreciation Day by playing Bingo and
winning prizes.

Mrs. Koneski’s kindergarteners are working hard on
knowing their addresses, phone numbers, birthdays, and lots
of sight words. In Religion, they learned that their friends
are special gifts from God.

The first graders in Mrs. Dunsmore’s class enjoyed a

“Camp In”. The children had two tents, roasted
marshmallows, made s’mores, shared camping objects, read
stories, sang songs, and read “Camp Out” in their
anthologies.

In second grade, Mrs. Morasco’s class learned about the
Liturgy of the Word in Religion. The children will learn
about different ways to add and subtract double digit
numbers.

In Science, Ms. Palcko’s third grade class designed an
experiment to show how to pick up a roll of tape. In Math,
they finished learning all of their multiplication tables. In
Religion, they learned about the Parts of the Mass.

In Relgion, Miss Catania’s fourth grade class learned
the Liturgical Year. In Math, they are continuing their study
of statistics by making graphs and charts. Ben Franklin and
Colonial PA are the main topics that the children are
covering in Social Studies.

Miss Miller’s fifth grade class is enjoying their study of
Canada, our neighbor to the north. They wrote
compositions about their favorite interests and in Art
fashioned a collage of hearts.

In sixth grade, Mrs. O’Hagan’s class wrote and
evaluated expressions and were introduced to square roots.
Mrs. Mower’s seventh graders were excited about
Catholic Schools Week.

The eighth graders in Mrs. D’Amelio’s class are
working on their poem analysis papers and reading Agatha
Christie’s And Then There Were None.

In Mrs. Mower’s honors math classes, the fourth grade
is working with fractions. The fifth grade is finished up
graphing and integers. The sixth grade is working with scale
drawings and percents. The seventh grade finished up
geometry. The eighth grade is graphing systems of
inequalities.
