Can you believe that Lent is here?  I read an interesting article that I 
wanted to share. 
 

Five ways to have a more giving Lent     Growing in Faith 
A fruitful observance of Lent involves sharing what we have and who 
we are with others. It’s a way to offer  love the way Jesus asked and 
to grow closer to God as a result. Try some of these ideas to have a 
more giving Lent. Pray  Give God at least 15 minutes each day in 
dedicated prayer. Keep a journal and record your special intentions, 
people you pray for and other petitions. Serve  Whether it’s the 
parish potluck, cleaning the church or helping with a food drive, do 
something every day to  serve others. Consider turning off the 
television and computer and spend time with family or friends instead.   
Give  whatever you can spare will boost someone in need. Donate 
gently used items to the St. Vincent de Paul Society. Abstain from 
meat  for an extra day or two each week and donate the money to 
Operation rice Bowl or the Bishop’s Relief Fund. Witness  Invite a 
non-Catholic or an inactive Catholic friend to attend mass with you. 
Speak up when you’re in a group and the talk turns to ideas or topics 
that are against Catholic teaching.  Remember  Send an Easter card 
to someone who needs cheering such as someone serving in the 
armed forces( refer to sites like www.anysoldier.com for information).
