School News 
 

Mrs. Albone’s pre-k 3 class continued to explore their senses 
last week.  This week they learned about hearing, smell, and taste.  
They played listening lotto, guessed some hidden scents, and tasted 
sweet, sour, salty, and bitter flavors. 
In pre-k 4, Mrs. Dunsmore’s class reads many ‘Big Books’.  
One of their favorites is Brown Bear, Brown Bear What Do You See?  
Their class project is to make our own big book of “Brown Bear” 
with new colorful animals which will travel to the children’s home for 
parents to enjoy. 
In religion, Mrs. Koneski’s kindergarteners will talk about good 
deeds that they can do during Lent.  In Science, they are learning 
about living things. 
Mrs. Tadeo’s first grade will be identifying spheres, cones, cubes, 
cylinders, rectangular prisms, and pyramids, to sort and classify 
them by properties, and to relate them to everyday objects. 
In Mrs. Morasco’s second grade, the children will be talking 
about Lent in Religion.  They will learn about telling time in Math.  
They will discuss who George Washington is. 
Ms. Palcko’s third graders will be discussing Lent, Ash 
Wednesday, and making sacrifices in Religion.  They will also discuss 
Celebrating the Eucharist and the Mass. 
Miss Catania’s fourth grade class will be finishing their Bug’s 
Point of View Art.  They will be studying the Sorrowful Mysteries of 
the Rosary.  They will be publishing their comparison contrast 
compositions and will be embarking on their new cartography 
creations. 
In fifth grade, Miss Miller’s class is learning more about 
Western Canada.  They can distinguish between adjectival and 
adverbial phrases.  In Art, they drew “Pigs in a Blanket”. 
The sixth graders in Miss Sutcliffe’s class left Western Africa 
and headed for the rainforests of Central Africa.  They are making 
postcards from Africa as well.  In Math, they are working with 
patterns in Geometry. 
Mrs. Mower’s seventh graders will be learning about the Lewis 
and Clark Expeditions many adventures. 
The eighth graders in Mrs. D’Amellio’s class started a project 
on an interview with a famous person from the Roaring 20s. 
In Mrs. Crawford’s computer lab, pre-k 4 had fun matching on 
the internet.
