This week, Mrs. Albone’s pre-k 3 class has been learning about 
very special people—Mommies and Daddies1  They made 
special surprises for their parents to be handed out at their 
Parents Appreciation Day Tea on Friday, May 8th.  
Mrs. Dunsmore’s Pre-K 4 class has begun to practice for their 
Parents Day celebration.  This year, the little ones will be 
performing “The City Mouse and the Country Mouse”. 
In kindergarten, Mrs. Koneski’s class has been busy making and 
reading graphs in Math.  In Science, they will talk about fossils. 
The first graders in Mrs. Tadeo’s clss celebrated Arbor Day by 
reading a book about trees and planting a tree on the school 
grounds with Mrs. Dinofa, our Science Mom. 
Mrs. Morasco’s second grade class prepared for the Sacrament 
of Holy Communion, which they received on Saturday, May 
2nd.  They also learned about three dimensional shapes in 
Math. 
In Ms. Palcko’s third grade class, they are continuing to divide 
with 3 digit numbers.  They will have a special prayer service 
for the second graders for their First Holy Communion. 
In fourth grade, Miss Catania’s class is studying the Four Parts 
of the Mass.  They are finishing a mini lesson on Ecology and 
will be starting a unit in Geology.  In Math, they are working  
on multi-digit divisors in division.  Social Studies  is all about 
PA’s Growth in Industry and Transportation in The 1800’s.
