Theme:
WHILE NO ONE IS LOOKING

First Reading:
Wisdom [8:6-9 — For in secret the holy children of the good
were offering sacrifice and putting into effect the divine
institution.

Judging by the number of organizations there are, it’s safe to
say that a lot of people are joiners. Garden clubs, book clubs, Red Hat
societies, just to name a few. How about starting a group called “The
Holy Children of the Good.” They would be dedicated to promoting
justice for the poor and peace on earth; random acts of kindness; wild,
spontaneous, and secret generosity; the personal pursuit of holiness;
better living through storytelling; and joyful celebrations at least once a
week. But of course, when we think about it, we are describing a
group that already exists. It’s called the church, and we are already
members. How do you exercise your membership in “The Holy
Children of the Good?”

Second Reading:
Hebrews 11:1-2,8-19 - Faith is the realization of what is

hoped for and evidence of things not seen.

Things like the will, faith, and hope are as real as rocks.
Recently a surgeon uttered these words and indeed they were strange
to hear from a man of science. But what’s stranger is that many
people who go to church are not convinced of the proposition in the
letter to the Hebrews that faith is “the evidence of things not seen.”
How can faith—a thing without substance—be submitted as evidence?
A life lived in faith is a solid witness to things that cannot be held in the
hand, but are still real as rocks. How do you know that love exists
when it cannot be seen?

Gospel
Gospel: Luke 12:32-48 -- “Blessed are those servants whom
the master finds vigilant on his arrival.”

It’s encouraging to think of good things done in secret, like
those the holy children of the good were up to in the first reading. But
we know that a lot of what happens under cover of darkness is not
good at all. While no one is looking, dieters cheat, workers slack off,
lovers are unfaithful, thieves ply their trade, murders are committed,
children are abused, and more. Jesus issues a strong warning to those
who act one way when observed and another when no one is looking.
Integrity comes from a root word meaning whole or entire. Our
wholeness depends on our being the same person all the time, to those
with power over us as with those over whom we exercise authority, in
the dark as in the light. If we’re nice to some and mean to others,
respectful or abusive depending on the situation, honest or deceitful in
turn, we are in grave danger of losing ourselves completely. While no
one is looking, are you more apt to do good or to try to get away with
something?  Who has shown you the best example of personal
integrity?

Faith Response
Resolve to be a person of integrity. Identify aspects of your
personality that are out of character and work on bringing
them into compliance with who you are called to be.

Helping Mothers in Special Need. Every year in the United
States, approximately 133,000 mothers-to-be will walk into their
doctors' office for a routine pre-natal test and walk out with a broken
heart. They receive what is called "poor pre-natal diagnosis," or PPD,
and it can mean their infant is dfflicted with anything from club feet to
a fatal abnormality. More than 90 percent of those pregnancies end
in abortion. But what help is there for the other |0 percent of the
mothers, who choose to give life to their child and face whatever that
might mean? Monica Rafe, who personally experienced the trauma of
a PPD discovered that American doctors fall short when it comes to
delivering poor prenatal diagnoses. She started her own Web site-
Benotafraid.com- to offer emotional support and other resources to
parents who choose to go through with a pregnancy dfter receiving a
PPD. It is, she said, for "people who are pro-choice, pro-life, pro-
'bleasejust-give-me-accurate-info,' and most of all, pro-'please-give-me-
some-hope.
