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Exploring the Sunday
Mass Readings
August 19, 2007

20th Sunday in Ordinary Time
Theme:
THE REAL ENEMY

First Reading:

Jeremiah 38:4-6, 8-10 — “Jeremiah ought to be put to death;
he is not interested in the welfare of our people, but in their

ruin.”

Is it unpatriotic to criticize the actions of your leaders? Because the
prophet Jeremiah spoke boldly against the direction his nation was headed,
he was treated like a traitor. And yet the Bible says Jeremiah was more
concerned about the welfare of his people than anyone in the government.
No one listened to this “traitor” concerning the looming fate of exile to
Babylon and so the nation’s fate was sealed. Today, we still face the label
of unpatriotic if we question the decisions of our leaders and might be
treated as criminals if we protest against the morality of national policies.
In the same way, holding a dissenting opinion or raising an honest doubt
can be problematic in marriages, family life, in neighborhoods, workplaces,
or the church. One good way to distinguish between “traitors” and true
patriots is where their loyalty is. Where our hearts are, so our treasure
lies. How does your family deal with doubters and dissenters? When is it
acceptable to question authority, and when is it unacceptable?

Second Reading:
Hebrews 12:1-4 -- For the sake of the joy that lay before

him, Jesus endured the cross.

Those who feel quite certain that dissent is the same as disloyalty have to
consider the example of Jesus. Jesus said “no” to many of the teachings
and practices of the religious authorities of his day, and finally took aim at
the Temple itself, the center of that authority. He was regarded as a
blasphemer and a traitor and put to death as such. His loyalty was clearly
to a higher authority, and his sympathies lay with the poor, the suffering,
and the unloved. Was Jesus a blasphemer and traitor? Or was he the
most faithful member of his generation? It depends on what you mean by
faithful. We usually feel emotionally conflicted when raising a question in
tender territory with our spouse, our church, or our country. If it isn’t
voiced the question won’t go away and loyalties are threatened more by
the questions that are never raised. When have you had to raise an
uncomfortable question?
Gospel

Luke 12:49-53 — “Do you think | have come to establish
peace on the earth? No, I tell you, but rather division.”

This teaching of Jesus about “being a divider” instead of a man of peace is
quite disconcerting. We want and expect Jesus to support family values
and tranquil neighborhoods and he does — just not the way we may define
those things. When we say we want peace and harmony we often mean
at any cost and in any form. Do we invent communities that look great on
paper but hide prejudices under the landscaping? Do we create families
that perform well in public but barely disguise their hostilities at home.
When we talk a good game of religion, do we really love one another?
Jesus isn’t against peace, he just doesn’t accept the fagade that often poses
in its place. Jesus wants to see the blazing fire he came to set. If that
exposes the lie behind the shrubbery, so be it. How much division currently
hides within our society?
Faith Response

Be more afraid of the lie than of the truth. Value the
sincere doubt and the honest question.
