How can I tell if a Catholic book is 
accurate and faithful?  There are many 
popular books that claim to present the Catholic 
faith but unless the content is reviewed by an 
authorized member of the Church, it’s hard to 
know if it is accurate. Look for an “imprimatur” 
printed in the first few pages of the book. The presence of an 
imprimatur generally means that a bishop’s office has determined it to 
be free of doctrinal or moral errors. It may be accompanied by a “nihil 
obstat” which means that someone well-versed in Catholic theology 
has reviewed the contents and found the same thing. 
 
 

Neither the imprimatur nor the nihil obstat imply agreement with the 
content or opinions. It is particularly important for a book that claims 
to teach about the faith of the church to carry the approval of the 
Catholic Church. There are many well-meaning people who intend to 
educate others about God’s infinite love but may have an imperfect 
understanding of Catholic doctrine. When choosing materials to learn 
more about our religion, you are right to want to be sure that they are 
accurate.

School News 
 

Mrs. Albone’s pre-k 3 continued learning about winter this week.  
They painted snowflakes and made snowman mobiles.   
 

Mrs. Dunsmore’s pre-k 4 class had a visitor from the 
Montgomery County Health Department.  Ms. Terry Wassel 
presented a program—”Got Milk” in which the children learned 
about dairy products and enjoyed cheese and milk.

In fifth grade, Miss Miller’s class started its unit on the Pacific 
Northwest States.  In art, they designed a maze of pipes that would 
give any plumber nightmares! 
 

They 
have now moved on to Africa.  They are also learning to multiply 
and divide fractions and mixed numbers.
