i student success.

A - Attendance - It is impossible to replace the learning that
happens on any school day with make-up work.
B - Bedtime - Children require 8 to 10 hours of sleep each night.

C - Choices - When appropriate, giving children choices is more
effective than making demands.

D - Determination - Children need to learn that sometimes
they must sacrifice to achieve a long-term goal.

E - Empathy - Children need to learn how to identify how a
person is feeling and then identify a way to help.

F - Failure - children need to evaluate the cause for failure and
use what he or she has learned to create a new strategy and try,
try again!

G - Grace - provide unconditional support children need to make
positive changes.

H - Homework - provides practice, and it enables parents to
know when a child is having difficulty with schoolwork.

I - Independence - our job is put ourselves out of a job by giving
children the tools they need to succeed without us.

] - Jobs - giving kids jobs at home teaches them responsibility and
other valuable lessons.

K - Kitchen - cooking with kids is a great way to spend quality
time and teach lifelong skills.

L - Listening - God gave us two ears and one mouth for a
reason: we should spend twice as much time listening as talking.
M - Money - parents can help children understand how money
is used by letting them hand money to the cashier.

U - Unique - spend time with others who share your
appreciation of your child’s uniqueness.

V - VIPs - Take time to let your child’s teacher know that you
appreciate them - your child will reap the benefits of the lift is will
bring to their teacher’s day.

W - Wisdom - is achieved through both positive and negative
experiences.

X - eXplore - providing opportunities to explore is a great way to
help children learn.

Y - Yesterday - nurture a child’s interest in the past.
