What You Can Do
to Turn Your Child into a
Reader

‘—'\/ Here are some suggestions that parents can
implement to help their children become better

readers:
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e Be a reader yourself. Role model a love of reading that your
child can imitate.

e Read your child stories. Make reading aloud part of your daily
ritual, even dfter your child can do it on his/her own.

e  Encourage your child to ask questions about the book you’re
reading and ask you child questions about it too.

e  When your child reads to you, be patient, listen attentively and
don’t correct too often.

e Keep new reading material coming: make regular trips to the
library or bookstore.

e  Expand your child’s vocabulary by explaining new words that
you encounter while reading together.,

e  Encourage fluency by having your child re-read familiar books.

e Have your children practice reading to younger siblings or even
pets.

e Pick books that are at the right level, because material that is
too hard can be discouraging.

e Be aware of what your child enjoys. Explore materials by
authors or about topics that your child enjoys.

e Make sure that there’s a comfortable, quiet spot to read in.
