A Note from the Principal 
 

What does the “Year for the Priests” mean to 
those who aren’t ordained? Celebrating the 
“Year for Priests” is a way to learn about the 
priesthood, to encourage vocations to the 

priesthood, and to honor the priests who care 
for us. Being a priest means great personal sacrifice and 
commitment. A priest gives his life in service to the Church. 
First, consider offering a special prayer for your priest every 
day and encourage others to do the same.  Then tell him you 
are praying for him. Your prayers will sustain him in tough 
times. Second, the most important thing you can do for your 
priest is to come to mass every   Sunday. Do what you can to 
help your parish grow. Attend parish events and support your 
parish financially. Finally, remember that your priest is human 
and may occasionally need your understanding. Respect his 
day off, forgive his mistakes, and  avoid imposing unrealistic 
expectations on him. Show appreciation by sending an 
encouraging note or giving a positive message. And don’t 
forget to pray for an increase in vocations to the priesthood.

School News 
 

In prek 3, Mrs. D'Elia's class learned all about family 
friends.  They had a great time at the pumpkin patch!   
Mrs. Albone's pre-K 4 class took a week off from the 
alphabet to study fire safety and feelings.  They were so excited 
to see the firetrucks that came to visit Epiphany.  They learned 
how to stop, drop, and roll; how to get low and go; and how to 
have a fire drill.  They also made a book about their feelings. 
In Religion, Mrs. Koneski's kindergarten class talked 
about creation and how God gave us the gift of Land.  They 
learned about the letter Mm and its sound.  The firemen came 
and they learned about fire safety. 
Mrs. Dunsmore's first grade class is busy making pumpkins 
and skeletons.  The little ones used clay to make farm 
animals.  This was to accompany a lesson in ILA.  The children 
are also using their classroom abacus and making the 
connection to equal amounts of coins. 
In Mrs. Morasco's second grade class, they reviewed long 
and short vowels.  They learned about tables and graphs in 
Math.  They discussed Baptism in Religion. 
In Social Studies, Miss Palcko's third graders shared their 
Interview Projects with the class.
