Last week, the Harmonville Fire 
Department conducted a school  fire drill. 
We passed with flying colors. We have 
already practiced a Fire Drill and a Code 
Blue Lock Down (intruder in the building).

School News 
 

In pre-k 3, the children learned about fire safety last week.  They 
practiced ‘stop, drop, and roll’ and ‘get low and go’.  The made a 
fire truck and a fire hat and learned songs to remind them to stay 
away from lighters and matches. 
 

The students in pre-k 4 welcomed a special guest last week.  Miss 
Stephanie from the Montgomery County Health Department visited 
preschool and kindergarten.  She instructed the children about 
playground safety, played safety gymnastics, and then both classes 
engaged in a game called ‘Playground Memory’.  What a fun-filled 
presentation! 
 

The kindergarten class learned about Christopher Columbus and 
had a visit from the Plymouth Fire Department. 
 

First grade celebrated Christopher Columbus day by tasting the 
fruits and vegetables that would have been found on the Nina, the 
Pinta, and the Santa Maria. 
 

The  second grade students learned about different types of 
graphs.  They also learned about Christopher Columbus and in 
religion they talked about Ordinary Time. 
 

In third grade, the students prepared for their first liturgy for last 
Friday’s Mass.  In Social Studies, they are interviewing an “older” 
adult to learn about things from the past. 
 

The children in fourth grade finished reading The Penderwick’s, 
created Halloween Haiku Poetry, finished an onomatopoeia activity, 
celebrated the Holy Eucharist, and memorized the three River 
Systems of PA. 
 

The fifth graders made a haunted house for art. 
In sixth grade, the students sampled Belgian Waffles, Irish Soda 
Bread, and German chocolate cake in their studies of Europe. 
The seventh graders just finished learning about early explorers to 
America. 
 

The eighth grade class completed their units on the Civil War and 
Reconstruction. 
Students in Honors Math are getting ready to split into teams and 
participate in the team challenges.  Stay tuned for more info. next 
week! 
 

In the computer lab, pre-k 4 played matching games.  
Kindergarten tried more alphabet programs – they had fun making 
their alphabets light up.  First grade learned more about Christopher 
Columbus on the internet.  Grade two worked on math programs.  
Third grade learned about search engines and started level two of a 
keyboarding activity on Mrs. Cannon’s computer lab.  Fourth grade 
practiced locating and updating their files on the network.  Grade 
five through grade eight worked on a new project called Freedom 
Fighters.  Eighth grade also began working in their yearbook and is 
looking for baby pictures of each student. 
 

In the art room, students in grades 6 through 8 began work on 
Respect Life posters. 
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
