Pre-k 3, Mrs. D'Elia's class was excited to visit the pumpkin 
patch after they got rained out last week.  They are excitedly 
preparing for Halloween.   Mrs. Albone's pre-k 4 class met 
Goofy Ghost when learned about letter Gg and 
Halloween.  Kids made ghosts, learned about the life cycle of 
pumpkins, heard the story of The Three Billy Goats Gruff, 
acted out the story & had a great time at their Halloween 
Party.  
 

In Religion, Mrs. Koneski's K-Garten class learned that 
God made all  the animals, made pictures of all their favorite 
animals.  In Math, they began talking about numbers from 0 to 
5.  They practiced counting. 
Mrs. Dunsmore's first graders made Halloween Project, 
used their imaginations to elaborate about them.  They 
learning about the saint & writing about their namesake saint. 
2nd Grade, Mrs. Morasco's class learned about 
Confirmation in Religion, learned about tables and graphs in 
Math by completing some of them.
