makes it susceptible to disrespect or mistreatment.   Consider these 
suggestions for reverently disposing of blessed objects. Try recycling. 
Consider making unneeded items available to someone who can use 
them. There may be someone in our parish who gives gently used 
rosaries to nursing homes or sends them to members of the armed 
forces serving overseas, for example. Many parishes have ministries 
that repair and recycle broken rosaries. Is it a bible or other religious 
book? Consider donating it to your parish or local Catholic Shop. 
Someone else may be able to use it. If the religious item is broken and 
no longer usable, a common reverent practice is to burn or bury it. 
That keeps something sacred from being misused or treated with 
disrespect.

Pre-k 3 had an exciting week!  They began 
talking about Halloween and visited Freddy 
Hill Family Fun Center for a visit to the 
pumpkin patch, cornstalk maze and giant 
slide. 

 

Mrs. Koneski’s kindergarten class and Mrs. Dunsmore’s  
preschool class enjoyed a beautiful day at Merrymead Farms.  
The little ones enjoyed a bus ride, listened to the story of Johnny 
Appleseed, ran through the cornstalk maze, went on a  hayride, 
picked a pumpkin and enjoyed ice cream cones.  A good time was 
had by all!! 
 

The first grade class made animal encyclopedias in science.  They 
also started learning about communities and neighborhoods in social 
studies.
