School News 
The little chefs in pre-k 3 made pizzas this week as part of the 
“Food” theme.  They learned about how healthy foods help them 
grow. 
 

As our four year olds learned about early American settlers, they 
made native American drums, hackeysacks from cornstalks, and 
rainsticks.  The little ones also picked Native American Names like:  
Gentle Morning, Running Bear, and Pretty as a Rainbow. 
 

The kindergarteners learned that God made us all special.  They 
were authors and illustrators by writing stories and drawing a 
picture about it. 
 

The first grade class read and discussed the book Why Do Leaves 
Change Color? and made leaf rubbings during Science and Art. 
The second grade students learned about how to follow God’s 
laws, sharks, possessive nouns, and started 2-digit addition and 
subtraction. 
 

Students in the third grade class worked on their Respect Life Holy 
Cards.  In Math, they regrouped 3 digit numbers.  In Science, they 
investigated soil in the Science Lab.  In Religion, they learned about 
the Church year. 
 

The fourth graders learned to value and respect all people.  In 
Math, they learned expressions and equations.  In ILA, they learned 
about subjects and predicates.  In Science, they learned about the 
development of a chicken embryo. 
 

In fifth grade, the students worded on pronouns, Respect Life 
posters, graphing, astronomy, and natural disasters.  Quite a mix! 
The students in sixth grade presented their projects and research 
on their Ancestors in Faith. 
 

The seventh graders asked themselves if they keep their 
promises.  They discussed Jesus Christ as the promised Messiah. 
The eighth grade class finished their Fairy Tales and shared them 
with the younger grades.  Recently they have begun ballad poems.  
They are writing about someone who has made a contribution to 
society or American Culture. 
 

In Honors Math, the 6th and 7th graders worded  on their projects 
this week.  They 6th grade worked on how to figure out which roller 
coasters are the fastest.  The 7th grade worked on what TV shows 
are the most popular. 
 

Students in music class are enjoying their “turkey” songs with a 
few “Cranberries Forever” thrown in.  The students in grades 1-6 
have done well with rhythmic notation.  Seventh and eighth grade 
students are learning about contemporary artists and groups such 
as Panic at the Disco and Jordin Sparks via their Music Alive 
magazines. 
 

In the gym, the lower grades played “King Bowling” which 
challenges them to knock down 40 bowling pins.  The upper grades 
played “Noodle Hockey” which involves using pool noodles to score 
goals.  All groups warmed up with a very aerobic game of ‘Clothes 
Pin” tag. 
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
