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A Note from the Principal 
 

Can you believe that next week is Advent, already? 
Are you preparing for Jesus’ birth? There are some 

simple things that are time honored traditions. We 
always had an advent calendar at my house. Each 

morning someone, usually whoever was good, 
opened up the door. My mother said it seemed to keep us calm. As I 
got older, I learned the Christmas Novena. I always had to write it 
down. It’s one of those prayers like the Act of Contrition that keeps 
slipping away. You should begin to say the prayer on the feast of St. 
Andrew, November 30. It is to be said 15 times a day until Christmas 
Eve. There are other traditions such as an Advent wreath which we 
will light as a school before we go to mass each week. Some classes 
have Jesse Trees. Jesse trees usually depict a symbol or picture of all 
those in salvation history between Adam and Eve until the time of 
Jesus. There are even simpler things like paper chains. You remove 
one link each day until Christmas. Try to focus on the religious aspect 
of Christmas.  
 

Speaking of Advent, the Evangelization committee is sponsoring a 
program next Sunday, November 30th at 7pm. Do you Hear 
What I Hear promises to be an evening of reflection and 
entertainment. The angels, shepherds and choir are very excited.

School News 
 
 

The kindergarten was very busy counting objects from 0 to 10 
and practicing for their Thanksgiving play.  
 

In first grade, they used context clues, picture clues, and our prior 
knowledge to read unfamiliar words. 
 

The second graders, learned double-digit addition in Math.  They 
learned about the Sacrament of Forgiveness and what the difference 
is between a venial and mortal sin. 
 

The third graders, mastered 4 digit subtraction w/regrouping.  In 
Religion, they discussed The Church Year.  In Science, they went to 
the lab to investigate how mining affects the land. 
 

The fourth grade class enjoyed the book 
The Enormous Egg as they anxiously await 
the birth of 14 chickies from the eggs that 
they have been caring for.  They continued to 
practice the art of friendly letter writing.  
They prepared to celebrate their class Mass 
on Friday and they earnestly located the 

direct object in a sentence. 
 

The fifth grade moved from pronouns to adjectives.  They are 
learning about the Central States and the lives of US farmers. 
 

Students in the sixth grade is studying countries in Eastern Europe.  
They wrote summaries on European current events and enjoyed 
Mrs. Bowe’s homemade chrusciki.  They took a field trip to see the 
Philadelphia Phantoms with the seventh grade. 
 

The seventh graders found out how a GPS works and wrote a 
diary for a lost expedition.   
 

In eighth grade, the students made a flip booklet on the Wild 
West and the Indian Wars. 
 

In Honors Math, the Board Challenge Competition is heating up.  
Teams 1 and 6 are tied for first place with Team 5 in second place. 
In the Music room, students are enjoying singing Thanksgiving 
warm-up songs that teach them about what turkeys like to eat.  
Preparations have begun for the Christmas presentation. 
 

In Gym, students are starting their basketball unit.  They are 
working on dribbling.  Older grades are playing a game called 
“Golden Basket”.  The lower grades (3-4-5) are playing “King of the 
Mountain”.  Both games work on dribbling and shooting.  Pre-k 4, 
kindergarten, grades 1 and 2 are practicing dribbling basketballs 
and playing “Poison Hoops” – a hula hoop tag game.  
 

In the computer lab, the preschoolers and kindergarteners are 
having Thanksgiving game websites that can be found on 
portaportal—see Mrs. Crawford’s page on our website for a link.  
The first graders will do some research on the internet with the help 
of their 7th grade prayer partners.  Second grade will practice their 
subtraction skills.  Third grade will practice their keyboarding skills.  
Grades 5-7 will be having a test.  Grade 8 will be working on their 
yearbook. 
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
