Our Lord Jesus Christ the King
Year of the Priest

Dear Parishioners:

This weekend, we warmly welcome Monsignor
Francis X. Schmidt, Pastor-Emeritus of Saint Augustine
Parish, Bridgeport. Since his retirement, Monsignor
Schmidt has dedicated much time to encouraging support
for “Father Chuck’s Challenge,” a special fund in
memory of Father Charles Pfeffer, a priest of the
Archdiocese of Philadelphia noted for his ministry to
youth. “Father Chuck’s Challenge” raises much-needed
funds for poor villages in Nicaragua. As we extend a
welcome to Monsignor Schmidt, I know that the
generous people of Saint Charles Borromeo Parish will
offer support for this important appeal.

Today, the Church celebrates the Solemnity of Christ
the King. This final Sunday of the Liturgical Year draws
our attention to preparation for the end of the world, for
the Second Coming of Our Lord Jesus Christ as King and
Judge.
