Don’t stand by in the face of racial or ethnic
prejudice, and be positive about cultural diversity if friends or
relatives start criticizing others’ faith or culture.

E‘ experiences, but parents also play a crucial role in

fostering confidence. Here are some important tips
for raising a confident child:

e  Watch what you say - remember to praise your child not only
for what she accomplishes but also for the effort that s/he puts
forth.

e Be a role model - reward yourself for you own effort toward a
goal. It is important that your child hears you use positive self
talk.

e Redirect inaccurate beliefs - help your child avoid making
generdlizations about his/her abilities.  Identify irrational
thoughts and help him/her develop more redlistic statements
about him/her self.

e Create a nurturing home environment - value every member of
your family. Make sure your children know how proud you are
and how much they are loved.

e Encourage constructive experiences - participate in cooperative
activities, rather than competitive activities. Work together to
achieve a common goal.
