One way is to memorize it to internalize the story or take notes, 
jotting down words or phrases that may be significant or surprising. 
Experience it. Put yourself in the place of a person in the story. 
Imagine the joy of being healed by Jesus or the shame of having Him 
expose you for your faults. Live it. Have you felt the same emotions in 
your life as the people in the Gospel story? Jesus disappointed Martha 
and Mary by arriving after their brother died. Imagine their joy when 
Jesus came through in a miraculous way. He’ll do the same for you.
