Pre-k 3 learned all about themselves this week.  They learned that 
God made them and God loves them.   
Pre-k 4 engaged in interactive storytelling.  They were either little 
children or woodland animals walking through imaginary woods as 
they searched for “The Little House With No Windows or Doors”. 
Kindergarten has been busy matching upper case letters with 
their partner lower case letters.  They are beginning to learn a few 
sight words. 
In First Grade they are learning about the short a sound and the 
consonant digraph ck.  They are learning addition in 
math. 
The  Second Grade is learning long vowel sounds.  
They also learned about the Holy Spirit.  The 
children were also introduced to number patterns. 
The Third Grade is learning about the four 
different kinds of sentences.  In math they are learning about 
thousands, ten thousands, and hundred thousands. 
In Fourth Grade they learned about the Incarnation of Jesus Christ 
and how Jesus gained for us eternal life.  They also learned about 
the organs of the digestive system including the small intestine which 
is 7 yards long! 
The Fifth Graders are working on the Attorney General’s Drug-
free poster contest.
