be registered by October 6. There are many issues

And in a recent newsletter, Cardinal Justin Rigali
said “that by exercising their right to vote, Catholics have an
opportunity to influence society for the better. Not only should
Catholics know the issues which dffect society, but also they should
know that the truth of Jesus Christ and His Gospel can and will
transform society.” The first day to apply for an absentee ballot is
October 7, and the last day to apply for an absentee ballot is
October 28. The last day to file your absentee ballot (it must be
received at the Election Board) is October 31.
