From Father:

Divine Mercy Sunday is
celebrated on the Sunday
following Easter. It's a day
dedicated to the boundless
mercy of God as revealed
through Jesus Christ. As we
prepare to mark this special
day in the life of our parish at
Epiphany of Our Lord
Church, it is an opportune
moment to reflect on the pro-
found message of mercy and
how it calls us to live as faithful disciples of Chrlst

In the Diary of Saint Maria Faustina Kowalska,
Jesus tells her, "l desire that the Feast of Mercy be a
refuge and shelter for all souls, and especially for
poor sinners" (Diary, 699). This powerful message
underscores the depth of God's love for each one of
us. It is a reminder that God's mercy is not just a
concept to be admired, but a reality to be lived. Di-
vine Mercy Sunday, therefore, is not just a day of
celebration but a call to action.

The message of Divine Mercy is twofold. Firstly, it
invites us to trust in the boundless mercy of God.
Trust is the foundation of our relationship with God.
It means believing in His promises, relying on His
goodness, and surrendering our lives to His will. It's
in this trust that we find the strength to approach
Him with confidence in our moments of weakness
and sin.

Secondly, the Divine Mercy calls us to be merciful
to others. Jesus tells St. Faustina, "I demand from
you deeds of mercy, which are to arise out of love
for Me" (Diary, 742). Being merciful is not merely an
emotional disposition but involves concrete actions.
It means forgiving those who have wronged us, of-
fering kindness to those in need, and praying for the
living and the dead. Our acts of mercy are the most
eloquent testimony of God's mercy at work in the
world.

As we celebrate Divine Mercy Sunday, let us take
to heart the message of mercy. Let us trust in God's
mercy, especially in the Sacrament of Reconcilia-
tion, where His forgiveness is generously poured
out. Let us also be vessels of mercy, bringing the
light of Christ's love to those around us.

Let this Divine Mercy Sunday be a moment of
grace for our parish, a time when we renew our
commitment to live out the mercy of God in our daily
lives. May the image of the Divine Mercy, with its
rays of blood and water, remind us of the immense
love God has for each of us and inspire us to be
merciful, just as our Father is merciful.
