From Father:

In this Sunday’s second reading, St. Paul writes
to the Colossians: “You were buried with Christ in
baptism, in which you were also raised with Him
through faith in the power of God, who raised Him
from the dead... He forgave us all our transgres-
sions, obliterating the bond against us... nailing it to
the cross.” (Col. 2:12—14)

These verses reveal the astonishing reality of
what baptism truly is—not a mere ritual or symbolic
act, but a sacrament that changes us at the deepest
level of our being. In baptism, we are not just
washed clean; we are mystically united with Christ’s
death and resurrection. The old self, bound by sin,
dies; and we rise as a new creation, alive with God’s
grace.

This is why the Church speaks of baptism as the
gateway to the Christian life. Through it, we receive
sanctifying grace, the forgiveness of all sin, and are
incorporated into the Body of Christ, the Church. We
become adopted sons and daughters of God,
marked indelibly with His seal. Baptism isn’t only
about the past—the washing away of original and
personal sin—but also about the present and future.
It gives us a share in divine life and a promise of res-
urrection, so that what happened to Jesus will also
happen to us.

Notice, too, St. Paul’s language of “obliterating
the bond against us.” The early Christians under-
stood that our sins had created a debt, a record of
quilt. In baptism, Christ erases that debt, nailing it to
His cross. The grace of baptism does not merely
cover sin—it destroys it at the root, transforming us
into living temples of the Holy Spirit.

For us who have already been baptized, St.
Paul’s reminder calls us to live each day according
to that new life. We are not the “old self” any longer.
Our identity is rooted in Christ. Each time we make
the Sign of the Cross with holy water, we recall our
baptismal dying and rising. Every Easter, when we
renew our baptismal promises, we recommit to the
grace given on that day.

Baptism is more than a memory—it is the founda-
tion of our entire Christian existence. As we reflect
on this reading, let us ask ourselves: Do | live each
day as someone who has died and risen with Christ?
Do | embrace the grace | have received, or do | cling
to the old self?

May we, strengthened by the sacrament that first
made us God’s own, live as witnesses to the new life
Christ won for us.

Mass on Sundays
upon request. Both first-time parents need to attend a Pre-Jordan
class, which is held the first Wednesday of every month.
Pre-Registration for the class is required by contacting the
Parish Office, Sponsors not from Epiphany are required to sub-
mit a Certificate of Eligibility from their parish two weeks prior to
the Baptism.

Matrimony
Notify the Parish Office of your intention to marry at least six
months before the date of the wedding to assure sufficient prep-
aration and to arrange for Pre-Cana sessions.
